Notwithstanding, this exemption 

shall lapse and expire as to an exempt unimproved property if a permit for the construction of 

improvements on that property, or some portion thereof, has not been requested from the City for a 

continuous period of 12 months from April 5, 2021 or from the date of expiration of the last building 

permit obtained on that property, or some portion thereof, whichever is later.
